Review sheet for Grammar 2 exam, Tuesday, March 19, 11h – 13h, in B106
1. Phrasal Verbs
· You are responsible for only those phrasal verbs found in exercises done for homework: Ex. 3, 4, 5, page 4; exercises, p. 9 in brochure. The corrections for these exercises are on line. Scroll down to find them.
2. Operators : DO, HAVE, BE 

· Questions, question tags and negations:

· Snow fell during the night.
· Did snow fall during the night?
· Snow fell during the night, didn’t it (tag)?
· Snow didn’t fall during the night.
· Snow has been falling for hours.
· Has snow been falling for hours?
· Snow has been falling for hours, hasn’t it?
· Snow has not been falling for hours.
· The snow is falling outside my window.
· Is snow falling outside your window?
· Snow is falling outside your window, isn’t it?
· Snow isn’t falling outside my window.
· Aspectual forms: HAVE, BE

· HAVE: Perfect aspect (completed aspect)

HAVE (in present or past) + PAST PARTICIPLE(V-en)
· Differentiation between two moments in time.
· Action completed in relation to speaker.
· Time assessment or “stock-taking”
· Action begun in past has impact in present.
· Action completed in the past and in relation to a different moment of past time.
· Examples

· Carole has worked here for twelve years.
Value=time assessment or stock-taking (faire le bilan)

She began work in the past and works in the same place at the moment the statement is made. Time assessment : for how long. FOR + MEASURE of TIME. HAS = present tense. PRESENT PERFECT.

· Mom has made us a delicious dinner.
Value=action begun in past has impact in present.

HAS=present tense. PRESENT PERFECT.

· The train had (just) reached maximum speed when the accident occurred.
One action is completed in the past before another takes place. We have two different moments of past time (differentiation). Verb phrases: HAD REACHED (PAST PERFECT because auxiliary is in past tense + past participle), OCCURRED (SIMPLE PAST).

· My car broke down yesterday. The mechanic has been working on it since early this morning.
HAS = present tense + past participle (V-en) + present participle (V-ing) : PRESENT PERFECT PROGRESSIVE.
Action begun in past, continues into present, but we cannot determine its end. 

· BE : PROGRESSIVE ASPECT (UNCOMPLETED)
BE (in present or past) + PRESENT PARTICIPLE (V-ing)

· Identification between two moments in time.
· Open ended action – we do not know when it begins or ends.
· Progressive form can refer to future time.
· Progressive form can express a negative judgment about an event taking place.
· Examples:
· Listen! He is scolding his students. IS = present tense, present progressive: identification between two moments in time: when the speaker says “listen” and when “he is scolding”.
· The teacher was lecturing when the ceiling collapsed on her head. WAS = past tense + present participle (lecturing), past progressive form. One action underway in the past when it is interrupted by another : identification between two moments of past time.
· We’re leaving on vacation in a week. Are leaving: are in present tense + present participle. Here the present progressive refers to (has the value of) future time, with an emphasis on the subject’s INTENTION.
· You’re being ridiculous. Are being : are in present tense + present participle (being). Here the verb “to be” does not have stative value. The emphasis is on “being” (behaving) ridiculous. Here the present progressive expresses a negative judgment.
In the above section on OPERATORS, I have also included important information on aspectual forms, which depend on auxiliaries BE and HAVE. I highly recommend you consult Tout sur les verbes anglais, “verbes auxiliaries” and pages devoted to SIMPLE PRESENT, SIMPLE PAST (PRETERIT), PERFECT and PROGRESSIVE FORMS.

3. FOR, SINCE, AGO
· I expect you to know how to use time expressions with “for, since, and go”.
EXAMPLES:

I have known them for twenty years. FOR + measure of time.

I have known them since 1993. SINCE + point in time.

I met them twenty years ago. AGO used with preterit to refer to an event that took place in the past.

4. SIMPLE PRESENT and SIMPLE PAST
· Review your notes from February 26, when we worked on uses and values of simple present and simple past. You have additional information in the brochure and also in Tout sur le verbe anglais and Grammaire explicative de l’anglais. References are in the brochure. These books are at the university library.
5. TRANSLATION
· On the exam, you will have a translation. Yesterday, I put on line the correction of the sentences on pp. 4-5 in the brochure. Compare my translations to your own.
On the exam, there will be some exercises where you simply fill in the blanks with the correct answer, but there will be others where you must analyze verb tense and forms. It is important to be able to identify all the forms we have studied in class (and that I enumerate in this document). You must also know their values. For example, sometimes the simple present does not refer to present time: Paris is the capital of France. This information is true for the past, the present and the future. Here present tense is not limited to the value of present time.

Another example: we are going to the movies this evening. Here the present progressive form refers to future time. Read and reread carefully pages one and two of this document on the auxiliaries BE and HAVE because in my examples, I give you the different values these forms can have.
